Roll call was held with the following members present: Phil Watson, Lenny Monroe, James Booth, Aaron Burlison, Norman Hofmann and Rex Arkebauer.

The meeting opened with the Pledge of Allegiance. 

Dorinda Fitzgerald of Pehlman and Dold presented a review of the FY17 Annual Financial Report.
Norm Hofmann gave a review of the Village Board meeting.
The Consent Agenda consisting of the minutes of the, October 24th regular meeting, October Imprest Fund, Treasurer’s Report, Investment Reports, Student Activity, and November bills were presented. .Monroe moved to accept the consent agenda. Burlison seconded the motion and it carried unanimously by roll call vote. 
Burlison made a motion to enter in Closed Session under 5ILCS 120/2c concerning 1) Personnel Matters-The appointment, employment, compensation, discipline, performance or dismissal of specific employees; and   10) Matters related to individual students. Booth seconded the motion which carried unanimously by voice vote.
The Board entered into closed session at 6:56pm.
The Board returned from closed session at 7:54 pm. Hofmann made a motion to approve the minutes of Closed Session. Monroe seconded the motion and it carried unanimously by voice vote.
Superintendent Heavner provided the following updates:

Building and Grounds:
The new boiler project is winding down. The paper work that is to be submitted to Ameren is being completed.

The three phase Ameren power line that supports the back part of the community is in bad shape. The blow out caused the school to miss a day of attendance Ameren says this could happen again until the line is fixed. A plan to repair or replace the line is being formulated.


Transportation

A route to Athens has been added to transport a student to SASED Central. This is an added and unexpected cost to the district. Athens has agreed to transport the student from Athens to SASED for a cost of $30 per day this will save the district a great deal and help to have staff available to get our students transported as needed.
Students

Veterans Day was a wonderful ceremony! Thanks to all who worked to make it a special day.

The district had students who performed in the All District Music Program at Macomb.  The students were from both band and choir.
The backpack food program has been going well.


Curriculum

The science curriculum will need to be addressed in the spring. The kits and curriculum previously purchased were incomplete at the time. To complicate this, standards have been updated and companies are dropping the majority of what we currently have. The district is going to pilot a Pearson program this spring to get us by and see what the options are.
Mr. Beard the former Superintendent is now working with a company that focuses on improving student instruction through technology. The premise is for them to do professional development for staff at our location with technology designed to center around lessons. With changes occurring at the state and federal level we intend to take advantage of this opportunity. The district will focus on math this spring and can be funded by the Title II grant.

The district has received transportation money from the State. The fund balances are strong and the district is watching for ways to capitalize on investment interest rates.

Superintendent Heavner provided information on the following.
#1 Superintendent Heavner reviewed the school closing procedures and the circumstances under which school will be called off. If the wind chill is 25 below zero school will be called off.

#2  The advantages of joining the Illinois Heartland Library System were given to the Board. The cost to join would be $250 per year. 
#3  The estimated tax levy was reviewed.

#4   Superintendent Heavner reported the bids to lease buses for five years. A discussion was held on lease versus purchasing. The Board request that more information be gotten on both types of payment.

#5 Superintendent Heavner presented the resignation of Casey Halpin.

Monroe made a motion to accept the FY17 Audit and AFR. Booth seconded the motion and it carried unanimously by roll call vote.

Watson made a motion to approve the superintendent to pursue membership of Heartland Library System. Hofmann seconded the motion and it carried unanimously by roll call vote.

Booth made a motion to approve the estimated FY17 tax Levy. Burlison seconded the motion and it carried unanimously by roll call vote.

Accepting bids for buses was tabled.
Booth made a motion to accept the resignation of Casey Halpin as High School English teacher, Freshman Class Sponsor, and Play Director. Burlison seconded the motion and it carried unanimously by voice vote.
Monroe made a motion to approve Kelsey Marcum as volunteer Junior High Volleyball Coach. Watson seconded the motion and it carried unanimously by voice vote.

Booth made a motion to approve Shilo Burlison as Jr. High Volleyball Coach. Monroe seconded the motion and it carried with Burlison abstaining.

Hofmann made a motion to hire Molly Williams as Head Cook. Booth seconded the motion and it carried unanimously by roll call vote
Hofmann moved to adjourn at 9:26 p.m. Booth seconded the motion and it carried unanimously by voice vote. 
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
